Application Guidelines

The FIC / Ellison Overseas Fellowships in Global Health and Clinical Research is a one-year mentored clinical research training experience for graduate level U.S. students in the health professions. This is an opportunity for highly motivated individuals to experience mentored research training at top-ranked NIH-funded research centers in developing countries.

Eligibility

· A strong interest in, and potential for, a career in international health activities and/or clinical research.

· Advanced standing in a U.S. medical or osteopathic school or in a doctoral level program at a U.S. school of public health, nursing or dentistry. Applicants must have strong academic records and must be U.S. citizens or permanent U.S. residents. Medical and osteopathic students must have completed their basic science courses and one year of clinical clerkship; public health doctoral students must have completed their coursework and passed their qualifying exams prior to the beginning of the fellowship.

· Support of their home academic institution, including a committed mentor.

· A commitment to availability for the full duration of the fellowship (10 + months).

Application Procedures

2) Dean’s Letter of Recommendation:

· an evaluation of the applicant’s qualifications (to include academic performance, citizenship, problem solving skills, and coping skills ability).

3) Mentor’s Letter of Recommendation:

To be completed by a faculty member who will, upon your acceptance into the program, serve as your home institution mentor both during and after the training period abroad.  Letter of recommendation should be e-mailed to:

The letter should include:

· full name of student applicant

· agreement to act as mentor to the applicant upon acceptance both during and after the training period abroad, including a statement of how your own academic interests interface with those of the applicant and how you expect to help the applicant further develop those interests after his/her overseas training, and

· an evaluation of the applicant’s qualifications (to include academic performance, citizenship, problem solving skills, and coping skills ability).


4) [Optional] Letter of Recommendation: 

To be completed by a faculty member or other individual who might offer insights into your abilities.  Letter may also be from a faculty member that the applicant has had clinical research experience (including any long-term undergraduate electives or summer tours in scientific laboratories).  Letter of recommendation should be e-mailed to:

Timing

January 7, 2005 – Application Deadline

Applications that are not complete by January 7 will not be reviewed.

Mid-February – Applicants Informed of Results of Initial Review

You will be informed of the results of the initial application review. Selected students will be invited to the Program Selection Conference.

March 6-8, 2005 -- Program Selection Conference

An Annual Program Selection Conference will be held on the NIH campus in Bethesda, MD for two days.  In addition to interviews, applicants will have the opportunity during this conference to briefly meet and speak with representatives from some of the domestic FIC programs and some of the training sites.  Travel expenses will be covered.

Mid-March 2005 – Notification of Acceptances and Waiting List Status

All finalist interviewees will be notified of the results of the final review.

April 2005 – Decisions and assignments finalized.  

July 2005 – New Trainee Orientation Program

New Trainee participants will be brought together for a three-week orientation program on the NIH campus during which extensive discussion and instruction will take place.
