On motion of Prof. Prewitt, thl' following preambll' and resolu­
tion was adopted:

WHEREAS, it has become apparent to this Association that its action i~
eatablishing a three years' course of college study is in advance of the views
of the medical profession at large, that it is not supported In this movement
by the profession, 'Bnd especially by the older eastern schools, wbose status
should have made them leaders in a reform movement of this character;
therefore, be It

RuolfJed, That the law upon this subject be not enforced during the year
required for its amendment. .....J

It will thus be seen that member!'! of the Association can, under
the amended Dawson amendment, comply with the requirements of
the Association, 1>y acting in accordance with the ori~inal require­
ments of the Association respecting the number of terms needful
for graduation.

The amendment of an additional section to Article III of the
Articles of Confederation, offered by Prof. Dunster, was laid on
the table.
