The Professorships.-The cIa itied COlll"e of instruction
permits such subdidsions that the College has constituted
thirteen distinct Professorships, thus secming a thoroughness
of teach ing not otherwise attai nable; and yet the arrangement of
lectures is such that those who de ire to attend in aI:)y particular
department can ha\'e the opportnnity.

Requirements for Admission.-All applicants for admis­
sion must posses at least a good English education, and pre. ent
sati factory evidence of the same. If an applicant is a graduate
of 11 literary college, or presents certificates from some scien­
tific school or Acallemy, it will be accepted in lieu oJ: an examin­
ation,otherwi e be 111ust su -tain a Iltisfactoryexamination before
a e0Il1111 ittee of the Faculty.

Advanced Standing.-While a large majority of our
Atndents pass through the reguiar grnded course of instruction,
corresponding with the required three years of medical stndy, it
ha been deemed advisable to make suitable provision for those
wbo have partially completecl their studies elsewhere. Students,
therefure, who have completed olle fnll year of medical study,
and have accredited certificates to that effect, may be admitted to
the 8eNmd, or ,lfiddle Course, by u taining sati factoryexaillina­
tions in Physiology, Materia MecllCa, and General Chemistry.
The final examinations in Anatomy do not occur until the clo e
of the second.

Students who have studied medicine two years, and have
attended one full cour e of instruction in some recognized
Illedical college, can be admitted to the l'ltird, or Senior Oourse,
by sustaining sati factory examinations upon the subjects enumer­
ated in the tirst and second courses.

Examinations.-Those requiring preliminary examinations
as to literary qualifications will meet the Examining Board of the
Fac'olty during the first week of the regular term.

Those who apply for I\llvauceLl standing will be examined by
the Professors whose Chairs they desire to pass during the tltird
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week in October. Students who may fail in either of these
examinations will be entitled to a econd examination during the
third week in December.

Daily examinations will be conduct.ed by the cveral Profes­
SOl " in connectiun with their lectures, during the entire term.

The final examination will be held during the last week of
the college term; of the Junior lass for admission to the :l\Iiddle
Oourse; of the :;\Iirldle Olass to enter tbe enior Oour e; and of
the Senior Olass upon the subjects embraced in the Senior

ourse preparatory to graduation.
Clinical Advantages.-One of tbe marked features in the

course is the intimate relation between elinical and di lactic
teaching, and the prominence that j given to clinical iustruetion.

In the Gynecological Department a large number of
female patients present themselves for treatment, and the Senior
st u lents are personally instructt:d by the Professor and his as ist­
ants in every detail cunnected with the treatment of disease of
women. In this department the faeilities for studying Diseases
of Women are unsurpas cd. Each enior student is trained by
the Professor or assistants in the minute details of physicnl
examinations, and the manner of treating the \'arious diseases of
women. In the Surgical branc'h of this Department all tbe minor
and 1110 t of the major operations arc performed in the presenee
of the studen ts.
