MUSEUM AND CABINETS.
'I'he WJSTAR AND IIORNER MUSEUM, which was founded nearly ONE IIUN­

DRED YEARS ago, aud has been annually augmented, is unequalled in the United
States. It contains specimens of the normal and the morbid anatomy of every
part of the human body, as well as a large number of preparations in compara­
tive anatomy, and an extensive collection of artistic models, all of which are
used in illustrating the several courses of lectures delivered in the Medical
Department. The ticket of matriculation in this Departm nt entitles the
bolder to admission to the Museum, which is open on W dnesdayand Satur­
day of each week, from 9 to 12 A. M., throughout tbe session.

The ABINET of the Professor of Theory and Practice of Medieiue, collected
by Dr. George B. Wood while he beld that chair, and generously placed by him
at the service of his successors, contains an extensive series of drawings, and
abounds in wet preparations, and models in wax, and other materials, which toge­
ther form a collection unrivalled in extent and value, illustrating diseases of tbe
internal organs and of the sldn.

DEMONSTRATIVE AND CLINICAL INSTRUCTION.
During the Spring and Summer students of the Medical Department are

entitled to attend the Lectures of the Auxiliary Faculty on subjects which form
a scientific basis for medicine, or illustrate several of its branch s. For a month
before the opening of tbe Winter Session Clinical and Demonstrative lectures
are delivered on Physical Diagnosis, Microscopy, Diseases of the Eye anu Ear,

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and other subjects, without aduitional fees. 'rhe Medical Faculty cannot too
strongly urge upon medical students the great advautages of these courses,
which are so arranged as not to interfere wilh the lectures anu the bedside
instructions given at the several hospitals.

UNIVERSITY CLINICS.

The system of daily clinical lectures and demonstrations at the Unh'ersity,
which was inaugnrat d la t year, has proved eminently successful. Under the
control of the Professor of urgery, Dr. D. IIAYES AONEw, and of the Lecturer
on Olinical Medicine, Dr. WrUTA)r PEPPER, n sisted by the gentlemen whose
Ilames appear elsewhere, a very large number of cases have been treated before
the class, and all the most important operalions in surgery amply illustrat d.
The Faculty have every reason to believe that the luuents estimate very highly
the advantages of these linical courses.

UNIVERSITY DISPENSARY.

The Dispensary of the Universily is open daily throughout the year, and is
attended by a large number of patients. It alfords an excellent opportunity for
each student to acquire skill in the diagnosis and treatment of disease under a
competent instructor.

SURGICAL WARDS.

For the accommodation of such persons as require urgical treatment, 'YARDS,
with proper attenunnts, are provided in the 'ollege Building. 'apitnl opera­
tions, as Lithotomy, Ampu tation, &c., are fr quently performed, and tbe p~ltients

are subsequently dressed and prescribl:'d for in the presence of the class.
A very brief synopsis of what has been uone in the short space of one yea?',

since the introduction of the present plnn, will furnish some idea of the rich­
ness and importance of the Clinical ystem of instruction.

In the Medical D partment over fifteen hundred cases were treated.
In the Surgical Department, including Genem.l, Oml, and Ophthalmic Sur­

gery, '1'wenty-five hundred cases were treated, and over Pour 11 uudred opemtions
done for almost every variety of 'urgical diseases, such as Lithotomy j Ampu­
tation i Extirpation of Tumors from various regions of the body j Trephining j

Excisions of erveB j Resection of the Jaws j Cleft Palrlte j Cataract j Peri­
neal Sections j Dressing of Fractures, and Reuuction of Luxations,

HOSPITALS AND HOSPITAL CLINICS.

Olinical Instruction (without fcc) is giv n throughout the year at the PmT.A­
DELPUIA IIOSPlTAT., which contains !lOO beds, and is the only lut'ge hospital ill
America in which all the members of the ledical talf are continuously on duty.
'\inical lectures on ledicine, 'urgery, and the Diseases of 'Vomen and Chil­

dt'en are delivered there twice a week, The Professor of Theory and Practice
lectures on Ulinicnl Medicine in this Institution throughout tho winter. Lec­
tures on Olinical Surgery at the P ..NNSYLYAXTA HOSPITAl. are deliv reu twice
a week during tlIe whole year by the sevel'lll members of the ledical Slun',
Among the other Hospiluls where linicul Inslruclion is gi\'en, and which arc

~.
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accessible to students, may be mentioned: The EPISCOPAL, WILLS (Eye IIos­
pital), CIIILDREN'S, LYING-I, ST. JOSEPU'S, ST. FRANCIS', GER)IAN, and JEWISTI
]JOSPITALS.

The following DISPENSARIES are also available for students, many of whom
are systematically instructed in practice by the visiting physicians: The PIJII,A­
DEl.PIITA, The SOUTIJF:RN, The ORTIlEltN, and The fOYAMENSINO DISPENSARIES.

Numerous appointments of RESIDENT PIJYSICIANS are made annually in the
different IIospiLals of the city, and are open to competition by the graduates of
the school.

PRACTICAL ANATOMY.

The DISSF:CTING Roo)!s of the niversity are open throughout the year
(except July and August), under the superintend nce of tbe Professor of Ana­
tomy, and the Demonstrator. [any imp"ovemenls bave been made, wbich will
aid the student in tbe prosecution of his studies, and will gr aUy tend to the
preservation of his health and comfort. Bvery table bas a stone top, which can
be kept perfectly clean, marble wash-stands have been erected, and private
closets built, in which studl'nts may place tbeir instruments, books, and clothing,
and keep them safe and clean. The heig-ht of the room bas been uearly doubled,
extensive sl(ylights introduced, and tbe v ntilation rendered as perfect as pos­
sible. The preservation and injection of the cadave1' have been accomplisbed
with great success by new and better methods. As uissection is now legalized
in Pennsylvania, the cost of male"ial is very small.

PRACTICAL SURGERY.

'rhe OPERATING ROOM is open during the Session, under tbe supervision of
the Prof ssor of Surgery, and his Assistants. Every student is bere thoroughly
instructed and practically trained in tb application of bandages and surgical
apparatus, and in tbe performance of opemtions upon tbe cadaver. Instru­
ments, splints, and bandages are suppli d free of cost.

REGULATIONS OF THE MEDICAL DEPARTMENT.
The rules for Graduation in Medicine are as follows:-
1. 'I'he candidate must have attained the agoe of twenty-one years, bave ap­

plied himself to the study of fedicine for three years, and be n, during tbat
time, tbe private pnpil for two years, at least, of a respectable practitioner of
M.edicine.

II. The candidate must also bave attended two complete courses of tbe fol-
lowing ~ectures in this Jus'titution:­

Theory and Practice of Medicine,
Anatomy,
Maleria Medica and Pharmacy,
Uhemistry,
Surgery,

Obstetrics, [md the Diseases of 'Women and Cbildren,
Institutes of Medicine.

III. 1edical students who have attended one complete course in a respecta­
ble ledical School, where the attendance on two complete courses is necessary
to a degree, where the same branches are taught as in this, and which is placed
upon the ad eundem of this school, are permitted to become candidates by an
attendance here for one full course i the rules of graduation being in other re­
spects observed. They are also exempted from the payment of fees upon
attending a second term.

IV. The candidate, at the time of his application, must deliver to the Dean
of the ledical Faculty a Thesis, composed by himself, on some medical sub­
ject. This Thesis is referred to one of the Pro~ ssors, who shall examine the
candidate upon it, and make his report thereon to the Medical]! acuity.

V. Candidates who have passed their examination, and in other respects com­
]Jlied with the regulations, are to be reported by the Dean to the Provost, who
will communicate such report to the Board of Trustees, in order that, if ap­
proved by them, their mandamus be issued for conferring the Degree.

The sevcral courses will each consist of at least thil'1y-four lectures, to be
dclivered, at hours fixcd by the Faculty, three times a week during the months
of April, May, and June, commencing on Monday, March 25, and ending on
the last Saturday in June.

'l'he Degree of Doctor of Philosophy will be conferred upon thosc mcdical
graduates who shall have attended two courscs of lectures, and have passed a
satisfactory examinatioli thcreon by the Faculty. To such, a Diploma will be
granted by the University.

SECOND ANNUAL lJfEETING.

TilE first Anniversary of the Society was celebrated with an
entertainment, in the Hall ofthe University, on the evening before
Commencement day. This celebration, which was condncted by
the Executive Committ e, was attended by the new members from
the graduating class, as invited guests, and by a large number of
the Alumni, through whose subscriptions to the collation fund
the expense had been defrayed, without cost to the Society.

'rhe gratifying success of the first Anniversary Celebration
has confirmed the intention to continue the custom, by arrange­
ment for a similar entertainment, to be given on the evening
before the Commencement of 1872.

'1'he second Annual Meting of the Society was held March 14,
1871, in the Hall of the Medical Department; Prof. J OSEPII CARSON,
Vice-President, in the chair, and Dr. GEO. P. OLIVER, Secretary.

After approval of the minute of the original meeting, includ­
ing that for organization, held directly after the previous Com­
mencement, the Annual Report of the Executive Committee, and
the statement of the Treasurer, were read and accepted.

In accordance with the recommendation ofthe Annual Report,
the Society then authorized and requested the Executive Commit­
tee II to make such arrangements as may be deemed be t to ecure
local secretaries throughout the country, for the purpose of
increasing the membership of the general Alumni Society, and
of establishing local Alumni Societies."

The Executive Committee, under similar recommendation, was
further authorized to II institute one or more Annual Prizes, of
One Hundred Dollars each, to bo awarded, under regulations to
be determined by the Faculty in conference with the Committee,
to deserving members of the graduating classes."

'1'he following amendments of the Constitution were then
acrreed to, as proposed by the Executive Committee.

l:l 1st. For the institution of an annual oration to be delivered at
the Annual Meeting of the Society; the orator to be elected at the
previous Annual .Meeting as a. regular officer of t~e Society j the
Executive CommIttee to appOlnt, whenever practIcable, an alter­
nate or substitute, in case of declination, resignation, or ath l'

anticipated failure of the orator elect.
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2d. To change the time of Annual Meeting from the ~fternoon

of Commencement day, to the afternoon before Commencement
da.y.

~d. For the mode of appointment of a ominating Committe
to prepare and publi h, in proper form and time, a printed list of
officers, for u e in balloting at tbe annual election.

A resolution was tlien unanimously adopted, requesting thc
President of tbe Society, in concurrence with tbe Executive
Committee, to appoint a Committee to as ist the Faculty in estab­
1ishing a U.. IVER 'ITY HOSPITAL, and to collect funds for tbat
purpose.

The desirability of publishing a atalogue of the 'VistaI' and
TIorner iu eum, and a new list of the redical Alumni, was dis­
cussed, and referrell to the Executive Committee.

The annual election was then ordered; and the meeting ad­

The object of the Society shnll be to sustain and ad vance the intereats Rnd
infiullllCe of the i\rerlical Department of the University of Pennsylvania, by the
promotion of sentiments of geneml bl'othel'!loorl and amity among the grarluatws,
'lIld by niding in all elTorts to elevllte the staudard of medioal eduoation anu to
extend the progress of medioal scienoe and art. '

ARTICLE HI.-OFFICERS.

Seol. 1. The officers of the Society shall be a President, foul' Vice-PI'esirlents,
a Corresponrling Secretary, a Reoording Seoretary, a Treasurer, an Orator, and all
Exeoutive Committee.

Scot. 2. The Pl'esidtmt, or, iu his nbsence, one of the Vice-Presidllnts, in the
orl1er of seniority, shall preside at nll meetings of the Sociaty, and decide all
questions of order,

Secl. 3, It shall be the duty of the Corresponding Seeretary to nnswer all let­
ter adrlressed to the ociety, to open alld maintain auoh cOI'l'eaponrlanoe as may
tenrl to advance its interests, and to keap a record thereof, subject to the directiolla
of the Sooiaty.

Seot. 4, The Recording Secretary sllall lreep correct minutes of the prooeedings
of all u\eetings of the Society, and a list of members eIigiLJle to offioe; and shull
give notice of the stilted and special meetings.

Seot. 5, The 1'reasnrer shall receh'e all moneys of the Society, keep correct
acoonnts of the recaipts und expenrlilures, pny nil orders allowerl by tlie Hxeouti\-e
Committea, and exhiLJit an accurate stntemantof his receipts and payments at the
stated meetings, and whenever called upou by the Execntive Committee.

Sect. 6. The Executive Committee sllall be compo ed of twenty members, of
whom foul' slhall be graduates of at least ten years' standing, and one f/'Olll eaoh
of the Ia t three graduating olasses. 1'he dnty of the Executive Committee shall
be to exacute all measures which may be confided to them by the Society, 'l'bey
shall have charge of all malleI'S of Hnaneo, nnd of all business of the Society 110t
otherwise provided for. 'l'hey shall ke p regulat' minutes of their proceedings,
which shall lIe open at all times to the inspection of the officers and memuel's of
the Sooiety; and shall make re]lort theraof to the annual meetings of the Society.
They shall have power to make rules for theil' OWIl regulation; and mILY supply
all vacancies which may happen in thoil' body uetweeu the times of meeting of
the Society. The Executive omlllittee shall have power to appoint an alternate
01' substitnte for the Orator for the year, in case of the declination, resignation, or
decease of said Orator.

Sect. 7. The officers of the Society shall be ex-officio members of the Executive
Committee.

Seot. 8. The Orntor shall deliver, at the annual meeting succeerling his election
nnd direotly after the action ou the minutes, an appropriate disooursa to the Sooi­
ety; or, in oa e of declination or inaLJility to pel'fol'm the duty, he shall so infol'lU
the Exacnlive Committee, as soou as practicable after his election anrl llOt Inter
than thirty daya previous to the anuiversary for whioh he may have beeu eleoted.
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ARTICLE IV.-ELEcTloNs.

Sect. 1. The first election for officers shall be beld immediately after the lldop­
tion of the Constitution; and subsequent eloctions shall be held at the anuual
meetings herein provided for.

Sect. 2. The elections for officers sllall be by ballot; unless when-by unani­
mous consent of the members present at any stated meeting-the Socitlty may
agree to hole! them viva voce.

Sect. 3. No member shall be permitted to vote until he shall have signed. the
Constitution, and paid bis annual nontribution. And no member of over one
year's standing-unless he be a life-member-shall be permitted to vote uuless
he has paid his dues for the preceding year.

Sect. 4. A Nominating Committee, to consist of five members of the Society, of
whom three members shall constitute a quorum, shall be nppointed by the Execu­
tive Committee at the stated meeting in February, or within ten days thereafter;
aud said Nominating Committee shalll1.gree upon a ticket of officers for eleotion;
which ticket shall be printed, and maile public at th Hall of the University not
less than ten days before the annual meeting; and copies of said ticket shall be
furnished to the legal voters of the Society in such manner and time on the day of
tbe election, as may enable thorn to make such alteration as they may prefer
before depositing their votes.

ARTICLE V.-MEMBERs.

Sect. 1. The members shall consist of graduatos of the Medical Department of
the University of Pennsylvania.

Sect. 2. Any graduate in good standing may become a member of this SocIety
by signing the Constitution, and paying to the 'l'reasurer the sum of one dollar.

Seot. 3. Honorary members may be elected at any stated meeting of the
Sooiety.

Sect. 4. Any member of the Society who has paid his annual assessments for
five years, upou pRying the sum of five dollars, and auy other graduate iu goocl
standing, upon paying the sum of ten i1ollars-each ill lieu of the annual d ues­
may become a life-member of the Society; the fuuds arising from such payments
to be invested for the benefit of the Society.

ARTICLE VI.-MEETINOS.

Sect. 1. The aunual meetiugs of the SOlliety shall be held on the anni versaries
hereinafter appointed.

Sect. 2. Special meetings may be called by the President on the application of
any two members of the Executive Committee.

Sect. 3. Nine members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of busi­
ness.

Sect. 4. The annual commencement-day of the Medical Department, or the
day previous thereto, shall be considered the anniversary of the Society; upon
which there shall be snch celebration as may from year to year be considered
expedient.

ARTICLE VIL-PAYMBN'rs.

Sect. 1. Every member shall, on signing the Constitution, pay into the hands
of the Treasurer tIl sum of one dollar, which shall be his first annual contribu­
tion; and there shall be an annual oontribution of one dollar.

Sect. 2. Any member who shall for two snccessive years decline tho payment
of his annual assessment shall be de/acto dropped from the list of members.

ARTICLE VrrL-AMENDMENTS.

Sect. 1. Amenclments may be roade to this Constitntion at any stated meeting
of the Society, by the ooncurrence of two-thirds of the members present; provided,
that duo notice has beeu given in the puulic papers of the proposal to amend.
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
