Notes: In 2020, 53,030 individuals applied to U.S. medical schools. Among them, 52,744 provided UGPAs, and 52,022 applied with MCAT scores.
Among those who applied with MCAT scores, almost all applicants (i.e., 98.6%) applied with scores from the new MCAT exam version, launched in April 2015.

The means and SDs of MCAT scores are calculated based on data from applicants who applied with MCAT scores. Specifically, 51,996 applicants and 21,519 matriculants in 2020 were included in the calculations. Only the most
recent MCAT score is used for individuals who took the exam more than once.

The means and SDs of UGPA are calculated based on data from applicants who applied with UGPAs. Specifically, 52,744 applicants and 22,050 matriculants in 2020 were included in the calculations.

Each academic year includes applicants and matriculants that applied to enter medical school in the fall of the given year. For example, academic year 2020-2021 represents the applicants and matriculants that applied to enter
medical school during the 2020 application cycle.
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
